DeVries Place artfully integrates new construction with the historic rehabilitation of one of the oldest standing
buildings in Milpitas. Originally built in 1915, the Dr. Smith-DeVries House was the home and office of Dr.
Rensselaer Smith, the second doctor to reside in the City of Milpitas. The beautifully renovated DeVries House
includes three one-bedroom units on the upper floor and community rooms available for use by both residents
and the City of Milpitas and local civic organizations. The main four story building includes 100 residential units,
beautiful courtyards, a fitness center, computer room and a rooftop patio with expansive views of the East Bay
hills.
